Raushan Fikr is a scholarly journal published by the Institute for Student
Studies and Empowerment at the State Islamic University (UIN) Prof. KH.
Saifuddin Zuhri, Purwokerto. It encompasses both textual analyses and empirical
fieldwork, offering multifaceted perspectives on law, philosophy, mysticism,
history, art, theology, and other areas within the broad scope of Islamic studies.

Originally, the journal served primarily as a platform—both in print and digital
formats—for publishing student research derived from undergraduate and
graduate theses at UIN Prof. KH. Saifuddin Zuhri. The content reflected the
institution’s diverse disciplinary orientations. However, as the journal evolved, it
began to attract contributions from scholars and researchers beyond the
university, reflecting its expanding academic reach and relevance.

This openness has enabled Raushan Fikr to benefit from the scholarly
engagement of both Indonesian and international academics, thereby enhancing
the depth and breadth of its published research. While the journal's early issues
did not yet exhibit high standards of academic rigor, continuous improvements
in formatting, editorial style, and scholarly quality have since elevated its
standing. Today, the journal publishes articles in Indonesian, Arabic, and
English, adhering to a fair and rigorous peer-review process.

Published biannually—Volume 1 (January—June) and Volume 2 (July—
December)—Raushan Fikr consistently places Islam and Muslim communities
at the center of its academic inquiry. It promotes a comprehensive understanding
of Islam both as a theological doctrine and a lived sociocultural reality. Moreover,
the journal serves as a platform for interdisciplinary and thematically focused
studies, positioning itself at the intersection of local relevance and global
scholarly discourse.

By facilitating the dissemination and exchange of ideas and research findings,
Raushan Fikr fosters a scholarly environment where researchers, authors, and
readers from diverse intellectual traditions can engage in meaningful academic
dialogue.
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EDITORIAL INTRODUCTION

Assalamu’alaikum warahmatullahi wabarakatuh,

It is with profound academic anticipation that I present to our readership Raushan Fikr
Volume 14, No. 2 (2025). This issue is not merely a compilation of scholarly writings; it
is an intellectual cartography of contemporary Islamic studies, where ideas traverse
boundaries of theology, law, education, economics, and socio-religious thought. Each
article included herein represents not only the rigor of scholarly engagement but also the
vitality of an evolving discourse that continues to interrogate, reinterpret, and revitalize
the meaning of Islam in the modern world.

The Social Religious Studies section, comprising six contributions, situates Islam
within the complexities of negotiation, pluralism, resilience, and local wisdom. Kartika
and colleagues probe the collapse of the Turkey—PKK peace talks through negotiation
theory, illustrating how faith and politics interweave within global conflict resolution.
Winanti and Permata turn our attention to the quotidian sphere of halal certification in
traditional markets, reminding us that food, faith, and law intersect in the most ordinary
yet socially significant spaces. Bunta et al. revisit Nurcholish Madjid’s thought, situating
neo-republicanism within democratic citizenship—an intellectual exercise that bridges
the normative and the political. Meanwhile, Setiani and collaborators analyze
infrastructure and collective action in Selat Beting, uncovering the moral economy that
undergirds state—community collaboration. Zain and co-authors illuminate the
resilience of Banyumasan families, where humor, faith, and cooperation form the very
grammar of survival. Finally, Harahap and Kamalia reveal how spiritual care for the
elderly, grounded in local traditions, constructs a meaningful theology of aging in Batang
Kuis.

The Islamic Education section offers three refreshing perspectives on pedagogy and
moral formation. Rusdiani and colleagues analyze digital Islamic games as a site of value
formation in early childhood, a novel engagement with the interplay between technology
and religious pedagogy. Alfani et al. advance a problem-based learning model for
madrasah ibtidaiyah, contributing to the reconfiguration of Islamic education into an
active, participatory mode. Maharani and collaborators integrate card-sorting and
educational games through the Amplop Pintar approach, extending pedagogical
creativity into vocational Islamic education.

The Islamic Economy section, with nine articles, underscores the dynamism of
contemporary faith-based economic discourse. Sutihat and Pramuka propose an
integrative model where financial performance is measured through the prism of
magqasid al-shariah. Dewi et al. highlight the transformative role of social media in
Sharia insurance marketing, while Pasaribu and colleagues bridge accountability with
maslahah in asset optimization. Sahdila et al. foreground service ethics and innovation
in Simalungun, whereas Azura and co-authors engage with break-even analysis of broiler
farming, situating agricultural livelihood within Islamic values. Ritonga and
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collaborators provide a critical assessment of risk management in social assistance
programs, echoing the ethical imperatives of maqasid al-shariah. Sitakar et al. combine
PLS-SEM with Islamic perspectives on service quality in public water enterprises. Yunus
and colleagues analyze the making of Dian Pelangi’s global reputation, demonstrating
how modest fashion simultaneously negotiates cultural, religious, and economic
narratives. Finally, Lubis et al. situate digital logistics within Islamic economic
principles, underscoring the significance of operational ethics in the era of global
commerce.

The Islamic Theology and Thought section adds two distinct voices to the discourse.
Afwan and collaborators revisit Asghar Ali Engineer’s liberation theology, critically
engaging with his vision of justice, education, and critical consciousness. Zakiyah and
Saepudin bring us into a comparative conversation between al-Ghazali and Jalaluddin
Rumi, reimagining mahabbah not merely as mystical devotion but as a theological
grammar of love that transcends boundaries.

The Islamic Law section is represented by Muri and Mustomi, who situate Jakarta’s
one-stop public service within the ethical vocabulary of amanah, ‘adalah, and maslahah.
Their study exemplifies how Islamic legal values can be integrated into governance
frameworks, bridging normative ideals with administrative realities under regional
autonomy.

In total, this issue comprises 21 scholarly articles, each emerging from diverse
institutional and intellectual contexts. Yet, they converge upon a shared ambition: to
interrogate the pressing issues of our time through the lenses of Islamic thought and
practice. The collective force of this scholarship lies not only in its analytical depth but
also in its capacity to reframe enduring questions—about justice, community, pedagogy,
economy, and spirituality—in light of contemporary challenges.

On behalf of the editorial board, I extend my sincere gratitude to all authors, reviewers,
and contributors whose scholarly dedication and intellectual courage have made this
publication possible. It is my hope that this volume will inspire further inquiry, deepen
interdisciplinary engagement, and serve as a catalyst for the flourishing of Islamic
scholarship both within and beyond the academy.
